


STAGE 1 INFORMATION PROCESSING AND PUBLISHING

ASSESSMENT TYPE 2: PRODUCT AND DOCUMENTATION

Purpose 

To demonstrate your ability to:

· select and use appropriate hardware and software to complete the assessment

· apply manipulative skills to produce a text-based product 

· apply the design process and layout principles

· evaluate the product against the design principles.

Description of assessment 

You have been asked to design and produce an industry standard menu for the upcoming Principal’s dinner. The dinner is to be held on Friday, November 7, 2010 beginning at 6.30 pm. The Year 12 Visual Arts Exhibition will be held prior to the dinner commencing at 5.30 pm. At 7.30pm the formalities will include a guest speaker – the Minister for Education, who will speak about The Need for Inclusivity in all Schools. 
The menu is to be on one folded A4 page and should be attractively displayed incorporating principles of good design and layout.

The requirements that must be included on the menu are:

· one A4 page printed both sides 

· school logo

· program of formalities

· date and time

· guests of honour

· minimum of two dishes for each of three courses – entrée, main and dessert.

Using the design process, investigate menu styles and appropriate food choices to assist in developing ideas for your menu. Using the information from your investigation, develop a comprehensive design plan that you can use to produce and evaluate the completed menu. 

All four stages of the designing process must be documented.

1. Investigating
2. Devising
3. Producing

4. Evaluating 

Use the following information to help you complete the final documentation that covers each stage of the design process.

1. Investigating
· Clarify the purpose, audience, specifications.
· Annotate 2 sample menus with regard to design principles (contrast, repetition, alignment and proximity).  Annotate using e.g. sticky notes or text boxes.

· Summarise the effective elements in relation to the design principles identified in the menus that you might want to use, and others that you want to avoid for the final product.

Devising
· Choose the most appropriate software application to complete the task.

· Prepare one possible design plan. The plan needs to show the layout and include:

· fonts and sizes including body text, headings and sub-headings

· text enhancements or effects

· use of lines or borders, with weights and colour
· placement of graphic(s).

Producing

· Produce and print the final menu using your design plan. 
· Annotate any changes that you have made from your original design plan.
4.
Evaluating

· Evaluate the final menu against the appropriate principles of design - contrast, repetition, alignment and proximity. Include a discussion of what you have done well and what could be improved.
· Evaluate the processes you used to complete the task of producing the final menu.
· Your evaluation should be a maximum of 400 words. 

Assessment conditions 

You have three weeks including class and out of class time to complete this assessment.
Include a bibliography of all materials e.g. books, magazines, Internet sites, used in the investigation stage. 
The total documentation for this task, including the evaluation, is to a maximum of 750 words.
