	Design task: Plant Experiment trials: Students visit the Hart Field day site to investigate setting up scientific trials. They work in small groups to deconstruct a problem related to crop growth, then design and conduct a plant based pot trial for which the outcome is uncertain. The report includes:
· introduction with relevant agricultural concepts, a hypothesis and variables
· materials/apparatus, method/procedure outlining steps to be taken*

· identification and management of safety and/or ethical risks*

· results*

· analysis of results, identifying trends, and linking results to concepts

· evaluation of procedures and data, identifying sources of uncertainty

· conclusion and/or recommendations

The focus is on how agricultural research has developed sustainable solutions for goat farmers.

Animal welfare issues and workplace safety are identified and implemented.
